In 1967 he
participated in a summer exhibition at The Corcoran School of Art,
the EIGHT YOUNG WASHINGTON PAINTERS exhibition at the
Jewish Community Center, The Corcoran’s 18th AREA EXHIBITION
and a group exhibition at the Jefferson Place Gallery. In 1968 he
exhibited in THE ART OF ORGANIC FORM exhibition at the
Smithsonian Institution and has had work on display at The Corcoran
Gallery during the summer of 1968.
